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Resumo: O carater desigual apresentado pela distribuicdo das atividades econdmicas
no espacgo, que exigem trabalhadores capazes de suprir suas demandas em diferentes
escalas de especializacdo, reflete-se no dinamismo econdémico interregional. Nao
obstante, tais desigualdades produtivas refletem-se na distribuicido de rendimentos
entre a populagao residente nessas areas. O presente artigo, nesse contexto, buscou
compreender a dindmica das disparidades produtiva e de renda entre as microrregides
do estado da Bahia e decompor o crescimento regional do emprego entre os anos
2004 e 2014, utilizando, respectivamente, o coeficiente de Wiliamson e a analise
diferencial-estrutural. Os resultados obtidos revelaram que houve uma reducdo da
desigualdade interregional de renda no territério baiano, bem como a realocagao do
emprego formal gerado pelas atividades produtivas em suas microrregibes.
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Abstract: The unequal character presented by the distribution of economic activities in
space, which requires workers capable of meeting their demands at different scales of
specialization, it reflects in the interregional dynamism economic. Nevertheless, such
productive inequalities reflected on the distribution of income among the resident
population in these areas. The present paper, in this context, sought to understand the
dynamics of the productive and income disparities between the microregions of the
state of Bahia and to decompose the regional employment growth from the years 2004
to 2014, using, respectively, the Williamson’s coefficient and the shift-share analysis.
The results showed that there was a reduction of the interregional inequality of income
in the territory of Bahia, as well as the reallocation of the formal employment generated
by the productive activities in its microregions.
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
